Jesus doesn’t want us to hide our light. He said, “No one lights a lamp and then
puts it under a basket!” That would be silly, right? Lamps are meant to be seen.
When we hide our faith-by being quiet about Jesus or not helping others—
we're covering our light.

== Pray for someone
~~ Talk about Jesus or invite someone to church

Our good choices don’t make us better than others—they help others see God
through us. When we let our light shine, we’re pointing to Jesus, not to our-
selves.

So, remember: You don’t have to be perfect to shine. You just have to be willing
to be used by God. Even your smile can brighten someone’s day and help them
feel God’s love!
